The Show

The show was held in Sdo Paulo in August and
September at SESC Vila Mariana, and at the MIS
Museum of Image and Sound of Sdo Paulo.

The show is an imaginary construction of a
multimedia environment with surround 5.1, more
video projection and ilumination. Sukorski uses some
of it's instruments like : gran corda, prepared lyre,
microtonal guitar, theremin, sound generators
devices and others, to create an atmosphere of
dense and intense music-mosaic with different
textures and feelings.
